NOSE
The nose immediately develops the
characteristic Balcones pepper,
which is combined with the aroma of
grilled corn. Notes of burnt wood
and sawdust follow, adding a smoky,
woody depth. A hint of vanilla and
brown sugar brings a subtle
sweetness into play, while the smell
of BBQ ribs and steak dry rub mingle
to create a savoury, spicy profile.
