TASTING NOTES

NOSE
The Laphroaig Brodir Final Batch has
a complex and layered aroma, with
Laphroaig's characteristic phenolic
and smoky notes present from the
first moment. There is also a slight
saltiness, followed by fruit and citrus
notes, as well as hints of plums
and custard. The aroma is also
spicy, with hints of churros and
cinnamon sugar.

PALATE
On the palate, the single malt is bold
and full-bodied, with dominant
seaweed and iodine notes and a
seabed feel. Added to this are
flavours of dark fruits, including
intense plums and berries, as well as
a pleasant and rich smoke. The
profile is also rounded off by a spicy
honey sweetness.

FINISH
The finish of the Brodir is expectedly
long and smoky, with a lingering
fruity sweetness.
