We find many delicate and well-balanced
flavours in the taste. Light smoke is
present again. However, as in the nose,
this remains more of a subtle companion.
Now it starts with a pleasant fruit acidity,
with lots of oak and a good portion of dried
fruit. Accompanied by sea asparagus. A
few sips later, aromas of banana chips,
honey and almost burnt almonds
dominate the flavour, which can be
described as round and mild.
