A touch of
pear and pale malt rounds out the flavour
profile. The Mild & Fruity lives up to its
name: approachable, uncomplicated, and
pleasantly sweet.

The finish is medium-length and brings a
pleasant spiciness. Oak makes itself known
without dominating, and a lightly nutty
note lingers. A clean, uncomplicated finish
that invites the next sip.
