The finish is long, voluminous and
warming. It once again brings the
chocolaty depth and a pleasant
portion of oak spice without
dominating. Dried fruit remains
present, while a spicy, dry finish
slowly unfolds.

This Solera cask construct impresses with its balanced
structure and harmonious interplay between peaty
smokiness and sherry-rich fruitiness. The maturation
reveals a precise cask selection that makes the whisky
multi-layered without ever feeling overloaded. A
technically accomplished example of complex cask aging
with a long-lasting, spicy finish.
